Who Tiisy Are and the Cause

Gf Their imprisonment.

Pastor Russell Explodes the Theory
That Jesus Preached to Dead Hu-

mane In Prison Crowded Audiences
Greet Him In the Georgia Capital.

Atlanta. Ga.
April 28. Two
crowded audiences
greeted P a s t o l
Russell here to-

day.km One of bis dis-
courses was from
the text, "Christ
also hath once suf-
fered for sins, the
Just for the un-

just, that He might
bring us to God.

PASTOR- - gUSSELL) being put to deatb
in the flesh, but

quickened In the spirit, by which (two
experiences deatb and resurrection)
He preac hed unto the spirits in prison"
(I Peter iii. 18. 19.

This text has been made the basis for
some very peculiar presentations. TUr
difficulty in every case seems to be thf
failure to remember that the Bible al-

ways and everywhere teaches that the
dead are really dead, that they know
nothing, and tli.-it-, therefore, it would
be impossible to preach to the dead.

Spirits Once Disobedient.
The spirits to whom the message was

given had proven themselves disobe-
dient, says St. Peter. He even tells us
the time of their disobedience "in the
days of Noah, while the ark was pre-
paring."

Turning to Genesis vi. 5. we find
there the cause of the disobedience of
these angels who for a time had been
permitted to see what they could do for
the uplift of humanity, or. rather, per-
mitted to demonstrate that the down-
ward tendency of sin is incurable ex-

cept in the manner which God has al-

ready arranged for through Messiah
and His glorious reign of 1.000 years.

Instead of those angels helping man-
kind out of sin. they helped themselves
into sin: and by so doing tbey increased
the depravity amongst humanity until
t;e astounding record is that "the
wickedness of man was great in the
earth, and that every imagination of
the thought of his heart was only evil
continually." The particular sin of
those angels was that when they were
granted the privileges of materializing

of tu king human bodies for the sake
of helping and instructing mankind
they misused this power and took to
themselves' wives.

We are particularly told that the off-

spring of this improper onion were
giants, both physically and mentally
superior to the fallen human family
"men of renown." The race thus in
several centuries became so corrupt
that apparently only Noah and his
family were left uncontaminated.

It was then and there that God im-

prisoned these spirits ("angels, who
kept not their first estate"), and are
therefore called fallen angels, devils,
demons. They were not imprisoned in
some far-of- f world called hell, nor are
they engaged there in stoking fires.

The record is that God cast them
down, that they might not longer asso-
ciate with the holy angels, but must be
reserved in tartarus our earth's atmos
phere. Jude 6: II Peter ii. 4. 5.

When imprisoned or cut off from the
privilege of materialization, many of
the fallen spirits continued their active
opposition to God. after the manner of
Satan. Hence they are spoken of as
his angels, his messengers, and be is
spoken of as Beelzebub, their Prince.

How Jesus Preached In Death.
Here arises another question:" If

Jesus was really dead, as the Scrip-
tures declare; if "He poured out His
soul nnto death" and made His soul
an offering for sin." and His soul was
not raised from the dead until the third
day after His crucifixion, how could
He in the meantime preach to spirits
in prison, or to anybody else? We re-

ply that He could preach in the same
way that the Apostle refers to. saying.
"Abel, being dead, yet speaketb" (He
brews xL. 4); and again, in the same
way that the blood of Abel is said to
have cried to God figuratively. Of one
thing we are sure, namely, that Jesus
gave no oral address while He was
dead. He preached In the way we
sometimes refer to when, we say. Ac-
tions speak louder than words."

It was the great object lesson which
the fallen angels saw that constituted
to them the great sermon that gave
them a ground for hope. They admir-
ed Jesus' loyalty and faithfulness to
God. but doubtless believed Him to be
foolish: tbey never expected Him to
arise from the dead.

But when tbey perceived His resur-
rection on the third day to glory, hon-
or and immortality ("far above angels,
principalities and powers".-Hi- s ser-- f
moo to them was complete, namely.'
that "the wages of sin is death." but

"the gift of God is eternal life"
(Romans vi. 23.r . And as they realized
thus the Power of God and the Love
of God for His human creatures, the
Apostle's words Imply that this con-
stituted to them a message of hope.

Doubtless there is much significance
also in St. Paul's remarks. "Know ye
not that the saints shall judge an-

gels" tl Corinthians vi. 3-- We do
know that the aoy angels need no
judging, no trial: hence the Apostle
must refer to a trial, or judgment, or
testing of these spirits In prison who
were disobedient. In the days of Noah.

How St. Peter Was Punished

. For Denying His Lord.

Some Mistaken Methods Called to At
tention Regarding Evangelistic Work.
Undershepherds Admonished to Feed
the Flock of God.

Washington. D.
G, May 12. "Si-
mon, son of Jonas,
lovest thou Me
more than these?"

John xxi. 15-1-

The context
shows that these
words were ad-
dressed by the Re-
deemer to St- - Pe-
ter on the occasion
of His third mani-
festationI PASTOR. gUSSELU to His
disciples after His

resurrection. This was. presumably
three or four weeks after the Master's
resurrection from the dead.

During all those thirty days the men
tal attitude of all the Apostles and the
other disciples can be better imagined
than described. They were perplexed;
tbey bad had evidences of the Master's
resurrection; they had had the Scrip-
tures called to their attention which
proved that this was necessary and
that God had previously so arranged.
They had hoped for further confer-
ences with Jesus and that He would
tell them definitely what to do.

Instead, left to themselves, they were
thoroughly disheartened. They had left
all to follow Him. to tell the people
that He was the long promised Mes-

siah, and that He would soon set up
His Kingdom, which would bring bless-

ings to Israel, and. through Israel, to
all the families of the earth, in harmo-
ny with the Abrahamic Covenant. Now
apparently all these hopes were dashed.

They Toiled All Night.
Their first night was a discouraging

one they caught nothing. In the
morning they beheld a stranger on the
shore. The stranger suggested cast-

ing the net on the other side of the
boat. And although the suggestion
seemed foolish, having been so unsuc-
cessful, yet tbey did so. and immedi-

ately the net was filled with fishes!
It did not require long for them to
learn the lesson. They knew instinc-
tively that the unknown stranger was
their Master.

All interest had Just centered in the
fishing business, but now boats, fish
and nets all lost their value in the esti-
mation of these fishermen! Here was
their risen Lord, for whose third ap--,
pea ranee they had been waiting now
nearly three weeks! Fearing that the
Master would disappear before he
could get to Him. St- - Peter plunged
into the sea and swam ashore. To his
surprise the stranger already had fish,
and had them cooked, and all were in-

vited to Join in the breakfast on the
shore of Galilee.

The stranger had not the clothing by
which they bad known their Lord, nei-

ther did He have the marks of the
nails in His hands and feet, that they
might thus identify Him. This was
a different manifestation. They knew
Him as did those with whom He walk-
ed to Emmaus who recognized Him
in the blessing of the bread, and not
by His features or clothing or wounds.
They recognized that none other than
He could perform such a miracle.

"Lovest Thou Me More?"
The stranger addressed St. Peter par-

ticularly, saying. "Lovest thou Me
more than these" these boats and
nets? St. Peter answered. "Lord.
Thou knowest that I affectionately
love Thee." He used a word express-
ing fondness of love. Jesus replied.
"Feed my lambs."

Then came the question a second
time, "Simon, son of Jonas, lovest thou
Me?" A great pressure was felt by
St. Peter. Why did the Master so par-
ticularly question his love? St. Peter
answered. "Lord. Thou knowest that I

affectionately love Thee." Jesus this
time replied. "Tend My sheep." For
the third time Jesus said to Peter. "Si
mon, son of Jonas, dot thou affection
ately love Me?" Here Jesus Used the
same word that St. Peter had used,
as though He questioned the affection
and depth of St. Peter's love. - Ah! the
third time must have sent the memory
of Peter hack to the scene in Pilate's
Judgment Hall, when he denied his
Master the third time. And now Jesus
for the third time had asked him re
specting his love, and whether It was
really a love of affection! St. Peter's
choking reply was. "Lord. Thou know
est all things! Thou knowest that 1

affectionately love Thee!" The Lord's
reply was.-- "Feed My sheep."

Our Mistaken Methods.
" Have not Christians in general over
looked this lmortant lesson, namely.
that the chief work of the ministers
and nnder-xhepber- of the Lord's
flock during this Age is to --feed the
Sock?" Is It not true that compara
tively little feeding is being done? On
the contrary, the thought usually re
ceived by new converts Is. Now you
are saved, go. evangelize, and bring
others to Christ especially bring
money, for with plenty of it we can
convert the world.

The advice to St. Peter should be
needed. The "lambs" should be fed
until they become --sheep." The sheep
should be tended, cared for, guided. In-

structed: and the sheep should also be
fed with the stronger "meat" than that
which the lambs could appropriate.
