The Divine promise to Father Abra
ham, that all the families of the carth

degraded than the brute creation and
appuarently less worthy of Divine favor.
But God, ricl I merey, In the great
loye wherewith he loves us, provided
for mankind u recovery from the sen-
tence of =ln wnd death, while he has
wade no provision for future life for
the brote creation.

Ing out of degradation to the helghts of
Divine perfection and approval and
everlasting life. If all mankind could
appreciate these facts what an In-

Whils bhoth were gullty
of robbery, they evidently weres dis-|
slimllier 1o the coudition of their hearts
The one was hardened, as evidenced |
by the facr that he conld speak this |
rudely to the Redeemer, whose face e |
spoke gentleness, purity and nnocence
of erime. Such ernelty nplied a deep |
degradation of mind—-implied that e
was sin-hardensd.

two-folil blessing. Flest he will he
blesmind becnase of hls penirent attitnde
of miml; secondly, becpuse of Lis faith
lu expressing that penitence
and weroy o onr Lord in his o’iill"l'r«n.l
Our Lord declared that even a cup of
water glven to the least of his
diseiples will have s réewanl.  Surely
